b. Evaluation period 1 January – 31 December
2. Deadline for submission
a. 1 May of the year following the evaluation period
b. For example: Re-evaluation period 1 January 2020 – 31 December 2024, deadline for submission 1 May 2025
3. Re-evaluation form
a. Complete in full, sign and save as a pdf as follows: SURNAME FIRSTNAME year Dip Recertification
b. The pdf should contain all evidence required for re-evaluation including (check all boxes):
i. ☐  Confirmation of acceptance of examination questions 
ii. ☐ All co-supervisor registration forms
iii. ☐ Dates of ECVAA general meetings attended
iv. ☐ Evidence of peer review e.g. publons, journal, manuscript number
v. ☐ Published article title, author(s), journal, and date of publication
vi. ☐ List of presentations/talks given
4. Re-evaluation form submission
a. Via your personal profile on the ECVAA website. ‘Choose a file’ (from your computer), upload it and then SUBMIT it.
